ROCKET, MORTAR, OR RECOILLESS RIFLE ROUNDS REMAINING IN AN
AREA AFTER AN ATTACK BY FIRE MAY BE EQUIPPED WITH THE

DELAY FUSE., SUCH AMMUNITION SHOULD IMMEDIATELY BE DESTROYED
